
Foreign Affairs Minister arrives back from Vietnam

July Ð U Nyan Win,
Minister for Foreign
Affairs and leader of the
Myanmar delegation
arrived back here via
Bangkok by air yesterday
morning after attending
the 43rd ASEAN
Ministerial Meeting and
related meetings held in
Hanoi, Socialist Republic
of Vietnam from 19 to
yesterday.

On 19 July,
Minister U Nyan Win
together with the other
Foreign Ministers of
ASEAN member
countries attended the
Meeting of the Southeast
Asia Nuclear Weapon
Free Zone Commission
and the Fourth Meeting
of ASEAN Political and
Security Community
Council at the National
Convention Centre
(NCC) in Hanoi.

In the evening,
Minister U Nyan Win
attended the Informal
Working Dinner of the
ASEAN Foreign
Ministers hosted by Mr
Pham Gia Khiem, Deputy
Prime Minister and
Minister of Foreign
Affairs of Vietnam at the
Intercontinental Hotel. At
the Informal Working
Dinner, the Foreign

Ministers exchanged
views on regional and
international issues
including Korean
Peninsula and G-20
Summit. Minister U Nyan
Win briefed his
counterparts on recent
political developments in
Myanmar including the
progress of preparations
for the forthcoming
general elections at the
Informal Working
Dinner.

In the morning of
20 July, Minister U Nyan
Win together with the
ASEAN Foreign
Ministers paid a joint
courtesy call on the Prime
Minister of Vietnam Mr
Nguyen Tan Dung at
National Convention
Centre.

Then, Minister U
Nyan Win attended the
opening ceremony of the
43rd ASEAN Ministerial
Meeting. It was also
attended by Prime
Minister of Vietnam,
Foreign Ministers of
ASEAN member and
observer countries, Timor
Leste' and Papua New
Guinea, ASEAN
S e c r e t a r y - G e n e r a l ,
delegates and guests.
Prime Minister of
Vietnam delivered an
opening address.

Then, Minister U
Nyan Win attended the
43rd ASEAN Ministerial
Meeting (Retreat),
ASEAN Foreign
Ministers Working Lunch
and Plenary Session of the
ASEAN Ministerial
Meeting. He participated
in those meetings and held
discussion on matters of
Regional Architecture,
ASEAN Connectivity,
Implementation of
ASEAN Charter, Work
Plan of ASEAN
I n t e r g o v e r n m e n t a l
Commission on Human
Rights (AICHR),
Accession of Canada and
Turkey to the Treaty of
Amity and Cooperation.
At the Plenary Session of
the ASEAN Ministerial
Meeting, the Minister
made a statement
responding to the report
presented by ASEAN
Secretary-General on the
completion of the post-
Nargis coordination in
Myanmar led by the
Tripartite Core Group.

In the afternoon of
21 July, Minister U Nyan
Win attended the
ASEAN+3 Foreign
Ministers' Meeting held
at the NCC together with
the Foreign Ministers of
ASEAN and plus three
Countries (People's

Republic of China, Japan
and Republic of Korea).
The Minister exchanged
views on the matters of
the ASEAN+3
cooperation as well as
regional and international
issues at the meeting.

In the evening,
Minister U Nyan Win
attended the East Asia
Summit Foreign
Ministers' Informal
Consultations together
with the Foreign Ministers
of ASEAN member
countries and six East
Asian countries (People's
Republic of China, Japan,
Republic of Korea,
Australia, New Zealand
and India) and exchanged
views on the future goal
of the East Asian Summit
as well as regional and

international issues.
Then, the Third

Mekong-Japan Foreign
Ministers' Meeting was
held at the NCC and it
was attended by Japan
Foreign Minister Mr
Katsuya Okada and
Foreign Ministers of
Mekong countries Ð
Cambodia, Lao,
Myanmar, Thailand and
Vietnam. Minister U
Nyan Win participated in
the discussions on the
progress of Mekong-
Japan Cooperation as well
as regional and
international issues at the
meeting.

On 22 July, Post
Ministerial Conference
(PMC)+1 was held in
separate session between
ASEAN and its 10

dialogue partners Ð
Australia, Japan, People's
Republic of China, New
Zealand, Canada,
Republic of Korea, EU,
Russian Federation, India
and the USA. Minister U
Nyan Win attended
PMC+1 Meeting with
Australia, Canada, New
Zealand and the USA.

In the afternoon,
Minister U Nyan Win as
the coordinator of
ASEAN-Russia Dialogue
Relations, co-chaired the
ASEAN-Russia Meeting
together with Foreign
Minister of Russian
Federation Mr Sergey V
Lavrov.
